STUDENT CONTRACT: SENIOR STUDIO 
             This course is designed to offer a select number of students the opportunity to explore and

             analyze a topic within the visual arts at an advanced level of learning. 

First Quarter:
1. 1st quarter ( september 6- November 4) (41 days)

-Parsons portfolio requirement

Explore something usually overlooked within your daily environment. Choose one

object, location, or activity.

Using any medium or media, interpret your discovery in 3 original pieces. Support each

piece of art with an essay of approximately 250 words. The series you create should

convey a conceptual and creative response of the subject matter you have chosen to

discover.

Acceptable media are any—drawing, video, photography, sculpture, 3D work, collage,

digital images, etc. You may choose to work in a consistent medium or vary the media.

The Parsons Challenge helps the Admission Committee understand how a future student

develops ideas, creates a theme, visually communicates that theme, and defends

the work in writing.

-FIDM portfolio requirement

PART ONE:

Create an Inspiration Page. An Inspiration Page is a collage of images that one puts

together that represents the colors, themes, styles, etc., that inspire one's creative vision.

You may use images from magazines, websites, newspapers, postcards, or books about

costume or the history of art.

PART TWO:

Sketch six (6) individual fashion illustrations that represent the theme of the Inspiration

Page. If you choose, you may trace the attached croquis (unclothed figure sketch) or

sketch your own figures.

PART THREE:

Attach a fabric swatch or yarn swatch to each illustration. The fabric and/or yarn swatch

may come from many different sources, including your own resources, fabric stores, or

vintage stores. Use your imagination.

Interpret what is happening with fashion and what direction fashion will take in the

future. Think about what appeals to you. We will be evaluating your fashion awareness

and creative abilities through your inspiration choices and how your sketches reflect

future fashion trends.

Important Notes

• Remember, a neat and professional presentation is always advantageous.

• For the Inspiration Page and six (6) individual fashion illustrations, use drawing paper

that measures 8.5" x 11".

• We encourage you to color your sketches using the following: water color, markers,

pastels, or color pencils.

2. 2nd quarter (November 7- January 20) (45 days)

-RISD portfolio requirement

drawing in reference to a bicycle

-pick one of the following :

In the course of a single calendar day, draw 25 related images in a single visualization

• Visualize the invisible

• A drawing that uses both sides of the sheet of paper

• An image of water, from an observed body of water. It should include the following:

something visible from the bottom, something floating under the surface, something

alive, things floating on the surface, the reflection of sky, the reflection of something

terrestrial (structure or person), water surface patterns or rhythms (from wind), light on

the surface of the water, light coming from underneath the water, and hierarchy (both tiny

to large and crowded to open).
-SCAD challenge- (due February 3rd)

-Entrants must create a garment through the use of non-traditional materials (not fabric).

Art media can range from a sea of petals to hand-painted papers, wood, plexiglass to

create textures and sculptural forms - Be creative in your approach.

Students must construct the garment themselves. Sewing, stitching, cutting, ripping,

gluing, stapling, shredding, tearing, dyeing, tying, and various other methods may be

employed. Inspirational ideas will be uploaded every two weeks on the SCAD Challenge

Facebook Page.

-self portrait - acrylic - focus on value using color ( theme is reflections)

3. 3rd quarter ( January 23 - march 30) (45 days)

- design a collection with illustrations, mood board, and flat board

- 3 piece series in different mediums (playing with hair concept)

4. 4th quarter (april 2nd - June 1)

- Clay sculpture

- multimedia project using recycled materials

- series of portraits- different people portrayed in different styles, mediums, and

contexts
